June 10, 2014

The ICCTA Board of Representatives took the following actions at its June 7, 2014, annual meeting at the Hilton
Hotel in Springfield, Illinois:

P Received an update on the Illinois General Assembly’s spring 2014 legislative session. Illinois community
colleges received level funding in the FY 2015 state budget;

P Learned that the Illinois Council of Community College Presidents will create a joint study group with
university presidents and chancellors to review the Illinois Articulation Initiative;

P Were informed that the first meeting of the Presidents Council’s Baccalaureate Study Group will take place
in July;

P Heard updates on federal legislative issues, including Common Core standards, proposed gainful
employment regulations, and reauthorization of the Workforce Investment Act;

P Elected ICCTA’s 2014-2015 officers by unanimous ballot:

P Recognized ICCTA’s 2013-2014 officers, regional chairs, committee chairs, and organizational liaisons;

P Reported that ICCTA’s June 6 Governance Institute on Student Success received glowing reviews from
participants;

P Learned that three Illinois community college presidents now serve on the board of the American Association
of Community Colleges: Dr. Christine Sobek (Waubonsee), Dr. Lori Sundberg (Sandburg), and Dr. Kenneth
Ender (Harper);
