Normal Marriott Hotel and Conference Center in Normal, lllinois:

Observed amoment of silence for former ICCTA president and Oakton Community College founding board chair
Ray Hartstein;

Received a preview of the 2014 Community College Economic Impact Study conducted by the lllinois Community
College Board and Northern lllinois University;

Learned about ICCTA'’s three initiatives for 2014-2015:
1) Monitor proposals to allow lllinois community colleges to offer baccalaureate degrees in technical fields
2) Encourage ‘best practices’ in textbook cost containment
3) Develop a systemwide branding initiative, beginning with the 2014 Economic Impact Study and continuing
with the 50™ anniversary of the lllinois community college system in 2015;

Heard updates on pension reform, community college baccalaureate degrees, and the November 2014 election;
Previewed the October 22-25 Association of Community College Trustees’ Leadership Congress in Chicago. Fifteen
